If you’ve followed instructions, maybe you 
caught some fish.  If you didn’t, maybe you used 
the stuff we made up.  For those who haven’t paid 
any attention at all, you’re probably still sitting 
between the gunwales wondering why your floating 
Rapala won’s sink.  (You know who you are, don’t 
you, Rick Trauley?)

OUR READERS ASK ...

Another question poured in ... this time from 
Wapo’s Mike Sacchi ... “How do I find fish this 
time of year.”  Well, Mike, the freezer section at 
Wal-Mart has been quite productive most of the 
season.  However, if you’re thinking about catch-
ing fish, remember that in the fall, the weeds will 
start to die out.  Baitfish will keep moving toward 
what weeds are still alive.  Larger fish will keep 
moving toward the baitfish.  As it gets colder, ice 
will form on the lakes.  If this happens, remem-
ber, you’ll have the best luck if you drill a hole in 
the ice first.  Please call for additional instruc-
tions.  

IN THE OLD DAYS ...

Fall fishing for Northerns was kind of a ritual 
thing.  Great Grandpa would row his boat out to 
where there were some weeds left and drop a 
6-inch minnow under a tennis ball-sized bobber 
over the side.  Of course this was on the end 
of some braided line (mono wasn’t invented yet) 
and tied to a long bamboo pole.  When the bob-
ber went under, he’d toss the pole over the side 
and chase it as the fish tired itself out.  He’d 
retrieve the pole, pull the fish in and head home.  
The whole deal, including the bobber, pole, and 
minnow cost about $2.25.  You may want to try 
this technique yourself on a nice sunny fall day.  
Of course, the whole thing now will cost about 
$50.00.  ... if you even find a bamboo pole.  And 
that’s before you add the boat, motor and gas ... 
because knowing you, you ain’t gonna row any-
where!
