On Saturday, July 11th, the Wisconsin DNR will 
bring a portable decontamination unit to our 
lakes.  This unit is a hot water boat wash.  Boat-
ers leaving Garfield Park will be given the option 
of receiving a hot water, chemical-free clean-
ing of their boat, motor and trailer.  Water is 
heated to 140 degrees and applied under high or 
low pressure.  This is proving to be the best way 
to rid boats and equipment of aquatic invasive 
species such as Zebra Muscles, Eurasian Milfoil 
and others before they can pose an environmen-
tal threat to another body of water.  The cost 
of purchasing a wash unit is $15,500.  The DNR 
does not have the money to widely distribute 
them.  These demonstrations are presented as a 
continuing effort to educate boaters about the 
threat of aquatic invasive species.

This unit will only be in Polk County for two days 
this summer.  We were selected to receive this 
demonstration because we have a large, busy 
landing with an active Clean Boats/Clean Waters 
program.

Why not attend your Lake Association meeting 
at the YCamp at 8am on the 11th then head to 
Garfield Park to see the demonstration.

TOP WATER BASS PHUN, PHANTOM STYLE ...

PHUN ONE ... JERKING:  OK, you’ll need some 
calm water for this one.  We like to fish about an 
hour before dusk using a skinny six-inch float-
ing Rapala.  We like the gray shad color with the 
white belly.  But go ahead and try all colors ... just 
let us know first so we can buy stock.  Cast it out 
to the edge of your favorite weed line and let it 
sit for 10 seconds or so ... then twitch it a little ... 
let it sit again ... reel it back a couple of feet and 
repeat the process.  What you’re trying to mimic 
is a minnow on its last legs (oops, we meant fins).  
If the fish are biting, you may have to wait only 
for the first twitch, and yes, the fish will come up 
from 8-12 feet to smack these bad boys. 

Here’s a true story:  we took a third angler with 
us on a jaunt down near Friday’s Creek, and in an 
hour before sunset, we had 45 fish just jerking 
around!  BTW:  Rapala makes a special lure just 
for this kind of fishing ... it’s called the Shadow 
Rap. 

PHUN TWO ... BUZZING:  Using this technique, 
top water doesn’t have to be quite as calm, and 
we like it morning or evening.  Of course, we’re 
talking about buzz bait fishing ... of course.  If 
you don’t know what a buzz bait is, too bad.  Just 
kidding.  A buzz bait looks kinda like a spinner-
bait with a skirt, only instead of blades, it’ll have 
a propeller. The way you fish these takes a little 
practice.  You cast this baby out at a dock edge 
or over the weeds, and start reeling it back fast 

even BEFORE it hits the water.  It’ll actually 
make a buzzing sound, possibly designed to mimic 
a miniature Sea Doo (can you imagine the chal-
lenge for personal watercraft people if Bass were 
13 feet long?).  Anyway, the fish will slam it hard 
and make a BIG splash.  We like black, chartreuse 
or white skirts, and because Northerns like these 
same colors, we usually use a leader.

OUR READERS ASK ...

Bear Trap’s Karen DeMerit asks,  “Hey, we heard 
a rumor that there are Smallmouth Bass in our 
Lakes ... is that true?”  Yep.  Although they’re 
not a dominant species here, there are more and 
more of them surfacing on Wapo.  Smallies seem 
to hang around structure like rock piles.  So look 
for a rock pile and toss a Mepps Spinner over the 
top.  We like the black “hairy” Mepps (see be-
low).  Don’t get carried away with size ... about a 
4-incher should do it ... remember ... you’re fishing 
for Bass, not Muskies.

    JULY 4th BOATING PRECAUTIONS
•  Just before sunset, water down the area 
where you intend to place the flares.
•  Place the flares as close to the water’s edge 
as possible, but away from combustible mate-
rial ... or ... 
•  Place flares in a sand-filled coffee can or 
poke spike thru an aluminum pan and then into 
the ground.
•  After burning, carefully dispose ashes in 
the garbage - don’t allow to go into lake. 
•  The lighting directions are printed on the 
flares ... no matches required.

  ...  DO NOT LEAVE FLARES UNATTENDED ...
•  Don’t overload your boat/pontoon
•  Have the required number of PFD’s on board 
and accessible.
•  Stay INSIDE the railings of your pontoon 
boat. 
•  DO NOT light sparklers while on board.
•  Assign a designated driver if alcohol is 
consumed.

S’MORES COOKIES

11 Tbsp unsalted butter, soft
1 cup brown sugar, packed
1/2 c. sugar
2 eggs			   1 tsp vanilla
1 tsp baking soda	 1/2 tsp sea salt
1/2 tsp sea salt	 2-1/2 cups flour
1/2 cup choc. chips	 1 c mini marshmallows
3 Hershey’s bars	 1-2 pkgs. graham crackers
...  Whisk flour, soda, sea salt to combine.  Cream 
butter and sugars until light and fluffy.  Add 
eggs/vanilla and mix.  Add flour mixure on low 
speed.  Fold in choc. chips and marshmallows.  
Chill 1 hr.  Preheat oven to 375.  Line baking pan 
with parchment paper.  Lay out graham crackers 
so they touch.  Place ~1-1/2T of dough on each 
graham cracker square.  Press down slightly.  
Bake 5 min. then remove from oven and press 
Hershey bar pieces on top (use as many as you 
like!)  Bake add’l 5 min or until edges turn golden.
Cool completely - then cut with a sharp knife.
